desperate situations. Yet here we are, because He led the way, reaching more than 700 chil-
dren and currently caring for 115 children at the orphanage. All the glory goes to God.

Leaving a legacy isn’t about letting the past
define our future. I know because Pve lived
it. Growing up, I didn’t understand hope,
until God saved me. His grace washed away
my pain, showing me a way beyond my past.
And if He can heal me, | know that He can
heal others too.

God, the father of the fatherless, has a heart

to heal and guide His children. Our role in the

lives of the children being rescued is big, but

it truly can be as simple as being ready to

offer encouragement, to remind them of their

potential. | saw this need in a young girl who arrived at Esperanza Viva after having survived
a traumatic experience. We were all gathered together at the youth home for a big fami-
ly-style party, yet she was off to the side, alone. She was sitting on a swing, but not swinging.
| knew at that moment that she needed to hear that she wasn’t alone. | remember feeling
prompted by God to tell her that she was free to have big dreams for herself. This moment
was one of many small, yet life-changing moments that God has used our obedience to
speak truth into the depths of the children’s souls. It is @ wonder to witness how God'’s grace
is sufficient for each and every one of us.

OQur perseverance was not just for our sake but for the chil-
dren entrusted to us and for the generations to come.

There are times when the urge to quit is strong, but for a mission as significant and urgent
as this, we must push through. We've learned that through persistence and trust in God, the
impossible becomes possible, and lives are forever changed. We’'re building a life that honors
God and raises a generation that will live a legacy of God’s goodness...
